Our 2021 Accomplishments
2021 marked First Hunt Foundation’s seventh operational year. 
Although COVID-19 restrictions continued to reduce our ability to 
attend major sporting industry events, our mentors were able to get 
in the field and carry on the mission. We continue to grow and are 
rapidly expanding across the nation. Some of our major 
accomplishments for the year were:

• Signed up 109 more background checked mentors

• Partnered with multiple organizations and businesses

• Recruited new State Directors for Montana and Alaska

• Opened new chapters in Alabama, Wisconsin, Washington, and
Idaho

• Established Connecting Heroes & Hunters, our targeted recruiting
program focused on Veterans and First Responders

• Set the framework in place for a new program focused on women
and girls to be established in 2022

• Attended the World Deer Expo in Birmingham, AL

• Secured hunting access on over 100,000 acres of private land

• Expanded mentor footprint to include 35 states

• Successfully completed 8978 mentored days*

* Mentored Days include 6926 Hunting Mentor Days and 2052 Training Mentor Days. Total Mentee
count  for the year was 2042 which includes 934 Youth and 1108 Adults, of which there were 933
Female and 1109 Male Mentees.
